Discernment of Charisms
(Gifts of the Holy Spirit)

Scripture describes the gifts of the Holy Spirit in
1Corinthians 12:4-11 and in a recent Sunday reading
scripture tells us, “Brothers and sisters: The Spirit
comes to the aid of our weakness; for we do not know
how to pray as we ought, but the Spirit himself inter-
cedes with inexpressible groanings. And the one who
searches hearts knows what is the intention of the
Spirit, because he intercedes for the holy ones ac-
cording to God’s will. (Romans 8:26-27 )" It is a short
reading, but it's a powerful statement about praying in
the Spirit.

World Youth Day 2008 (WYDO08) took place in July and our
Holy Father, Pope Benedict the 16" exhorted and chal-
lenged the youth to bring about a “new age” ! He called
them to be open to the Holy Spirit and “to consider what
legacy they will leave to their children and future genera-
tions.”

He was received by an ecstatic throng of youths...hungry
for Jesus and the Holy Spirit. As he continued his homily,
the Holy Father asked attendees of WYDO08 if they were
building their lives on firm foundations...on something that
will endure. He also, asked everyone if they were living
their lives in a way that would open up space for the Holy
Spirit in the midst of a world that wants to ignore, forget or
reject God...all in the name of a freedom that is false and
empty without God.

Pope Benedict asked, “How are you using the gifts you
have been given, the ‘power which the Holy Spirit is
even now prepared to release within you? ...” The theme
for WYDO8 was, “You will receive power when the Holy
Spirit comes upon you.”  That Holy Spirit and His gifts or
charisms are free if you and | want them. But, we cannot
waste them...they need to be used to build up God’s
church.

The Holy Spirit is prevalent throughout Scripture and evi-
dent in phrases such as, “filled with the spirit ”, “Caught
up in the Spirit”, “the Holy Spirit was upon him...",
“Zechariah prophesied...”, “...led me out in the Spirit
of the Lord ...", “Prophsey..."”, “I will bring Spirit into
you...that you may come to live and know that | am

Lord...l prophesied as he told me...”

WOW! Is God calling you to use a particular gift...one that
will build up His church? Read about the gifts of the Holy
Spirit in 1Corinthians 12:4-11 and see which gifts the Lord
has available for you. Which one(s) do you want? Call up
the Lord and ask Him what He wants of you!

How do you respond to God calling you to use a charism of
the Holy Spirit?

1. Do all you can to find out about God'’s gifts (charisms)
a. Read scripture
b. Read the Catechism of the Catholic Church
c. Attend a Charismatic Prayer Group somewhere
(Prince of Peace has a Charismatic Prayer
Group)

2. Enthusiastically pray for an understanding of what these
gifts are going to be in your life. Ask God to confirm what
He asks of you.

3. Find a spiritual guide or others who exercise God'’s gifts to
help you and pray for you.

4. Yield to the Holy Spirit...step out in faith and use God'’s gift.
In Matthew, the Gospel ends with the exhortation, “Without
cost you have received; without cost you are to give.” Do
you and others see good fruits from use of your gift(s)?
Get feedback from your spiritual guide.

Don't hesitate...let's build up God’s church by using His
gifts. He wants us to strive towards knowing, loving and
serving Him, so, let us serve our Heavenly Father by using
His Gifts for good.
